Kudos to Al Lun for reminding us of
the importance of diversity. We need this.
For years my wife was the only Asian at our
church. Now our church sponsors a local
Chinese congregation and so many Asians
attend that we don't know them all.
Sometimes, indeed, the mountain does come
to us. Remember, the world is run by the
people who show up. I likewise want to salute
the ladies. This club needs your voices and is
better for your presence.

But I consented. As a retired teacher, my
core beliefs mirrored the Kiwanis motto of
“improving the world one child at a time." As
a husband of forty-six years, I have had
loads of experience explaining fo my wife why
I forgot things and why I didn't set the table
according to strict Victorian standards. This
is a systemic problem not entirely explained
away by the aging process.
